The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch exists to forw

ard C
hrist’s w

ork
in the w

orld; it is an independent and autonom
ous body, in no

w
ay dependent upon Rom

e or upon any other see or authority out-
side its ow

n adm
inistration. It is neither Rom

an C
atholic nor Prot-

estant. It is called Liberal C
atholic because its outlook is both lib-

eral and C
atholic. C

atholic prim
arily m

eans universal, but has also
com

e to signify the outlook and practice of the historical church as
distinct from

 later sects. The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch allies itself
w

ith this historical tradition. It aim
s at com

bining C
atholic form

s
of w

orship, stately ritual, deep m
ysticism

 and w
itness to the reality

of sacram
ental grace w

ith the w
idest m

easure of intellectual lib-
erty and respect for the individual conscience.

The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch cam
e into existence as the re-

sult of a com
plete re-organization in 1915-1916 of the O

ld C
atholic

C
hurch in G

reat Britain upon a m
ore liberal basis.  That C

hurch
derived its orders from

 the O
ld C

atholic archiepiscopal see of
U

trecht in H
olland.  The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch has carefully pre-

served this succession of orders.  The religious and doctrinal out-
look of historical O

ld C
atholicism

 is not that of The Liberal C
atho-

vivifying breath of the H
oly Spirit, in the grace of A

bsolution, and
in the sacram

ents of U
nction and the Eucharist, C

hrist’s church has
m

eans of grace to vitalize and supplem
ent ordinary healing m

eth-
ods. H

ealing and priestly functions m
ay be seen to be com

plem
en-

tary; there is grow
ing recognition that bodily ailm

ents are in m
any

instances the outcom
e of m

aladies of the psyche and can best be
rem

edied w
hen the soul is at peace. The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch

endeavours to restore these m
inistrations of healing to their right-

ful place in the econom
y of life. The sacram

ent of U
nction is used

to this end in three w
ays; as public services of spiritual healing, as

a private unction for the sick and as Extrem
e U

nction for those in
im

m
inent danger of physical death w

hen it m
ay particularly be

regarded as a healing of the soul. A
lthough instances of physical

recovery do occur, the aim
 of spiritual healing is alw

ays m
ore di-

rected tow
ards the actual source of disease, often an unrecognized

discord w
ithin the psyche and a separation from

 the stream
 of grace.

The A
rts

True artistic expression is a creative activity of the H
oly Spirit

and therefore a potent factor in the m
oral and spiritual upliftm

ent
of m

an. The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch strives to give practical recog-
nition to the truth that training and refining of the em

otions and
intuitive perception through the influence of art are as necessary as
is the developm

ent of the m
ind by science and philosophy. To love

beauty is to love a m
anifestation of the divine. W

hen people are
beautiful w

ithin they w
ill necessarily express their innate divinity.

The pow
er of art in cultivating this inner beauty should not be un-

der-estim
ated.

The expression of beauty in acts of w
orship is m

ost valuable
in our technological and utilitarian age. M

any people have little
experience of its creative influence in their daily lives. The rhythm
of cerem

onial, the colour and form
 of vestm

ents, the uplifting pow
er

of m
usic, clean architectural lines in buildings and the sim

ple beauty
of their furnishings are all ideally part of the liturgical w

ork of the
church. The C

horal Eucharist is planned as the m
ain service of the

- 1 -
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lic C
hurch w

hich, in describing itself as C
atholic, does so to indi-

cate the source of its orders and its organic unity w
ith the historical

church.

Theological and Philosophical Background
 The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch draw

s the central inspiration
of its w

ork from
 an intense faith in the living C

hrist, believing that
the vitality of a church gains in proportion as its m

em
bers not only

com
m

em
orate a C

hrist w
ho lived tw

o thousand years ago, but  strive
also to serve as a vehicle for the eternal C

hrist w
ho lives ever as a

m
ighty spiritual presence in the w

orld, guiding and sustaining his
people. It accepts the prom

ise of C
hrist w

hen on earth: ‘Lo, I am
w

ith you alw
ay, even unto the consum

m
ation of the age’ (M

att. 28:
20) and ‘W

here tw
o or three are gathered together in m

y nam
e,

there am
 I in the m

idst of them
’ (M

att: 18: 20). It regards this prom
-

ise as validating all C
hristian w

orship of w
hatever kind, so long as

it be sincere and true.
It further holds that w

hile the prom
ise of the presence w

ith
individual believers is thus effective, our Lord also appointed cer-
tain rites or sacram

ents (called ‘m
ysteries’ in the Eastern C

hurch)
for the greater helping of his people, to be handed dow

n in his
church as special channels of his pow

er and blessing. Through these
m

eans of grace he is ever present in his church, giving to his people
the privilege of fellow

ship and com
m

union w
ith him

, guiding and
protecting them

 at every stage from
 the cradle to the grave.

The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch recognizes seven sacram
ents:

Baptism
, C

onfirm
ation, the H

oly Eucharist, A
bsolution, H

oly U
nc-

tion, H
oly M

atrim
ony, H

oly O
rders. To ensure their efficacy to the

w
orshipper, it guards w

ith the greatest care the adm
inistration of

all sacram
ental rites and preserves an episcopal succession that is

acknow
ledged as valid am

ong those C
hurches of C

hristendom
 that

m
aintain the A

postolic Succession of orders as a tenet of their faith.
Besides perpetuating these sacram

ental rites, C
hrist’s im

m
e-

diate follow
ers handed dow

n a body of doctrine and certain prin-
ciples of ethics. M

uch of this original teaching of the C
hrist has no

tim
ents of w

orship. The sam
e m

ay be said of m
ediaeval form

s.
The central act of C

hristian w
orship is the H

oly C
om

m
un-

ion  or M
ass, called by Liberal C

atholics the H
oly Eucharist to em

-
phasize the thankfulness w

ith w
hich it should be approached. In

this Blessed Sacram
ent Jesus C

hrist is present in a spiritual m
anner

under the form
 of bread and w

ine. The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch
affirm

s that the H
oly Eucharist, far from

 being a m
ere com

m
em

o-
ration of his life, death and resurrection, is C

hrist’s suprem
e gift of

him
self to his church.

The H
oly Eucharist is essentially a corporate act; all w

ho
take part, indeed the w

hole of m
ankind and the w

hole of creation,
are thereby blessed.

C
onfession

A
uricular confession is optional and is not required as a pre-

lim
inary to the reception of H

oly C
om

m
union. Its frequent and

system
atic practice is not encouraged, as tending to defeat the true

value of the sacram
ent in the spiritual life of the individual.

Believing, nevertheless, that the grace of A
bsolution is one

of the gifts of C
hrist to H

is people (John 20:23) The Liberal C
atholic

C
hurch offers this aid, either by the auricular m

ethod or in its pub-
lic services, to those w

ho desire it. To absolve m
eans to loosen. C

on-
sistent w

ith this m
eaning The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch does not re-

gard absolution as ridding a m
an forever of sin or freeing him

 from
the consequences of his w

rong-doing. A
bsolution should lead to a

re-heartening, a restoration of nature’s inner harm
ony w

hich has
been disturbed, and a bringing of the m

an once m
ore into a fuller

flow
 of that divine pow

er of w
hich he is to be a true expression.

H
ealing

The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch gives special attention to the
m

inistry of healing. A
lthough phenom

ena of healing appear to have
been frequent in the tim

e of the A
postles w

e are not justified in
assum

ing that an ability to heal is conferred at ordination, or that
the gift of healing is other than a charism

atic pow
er. But in the re-

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doubt been lost and som
e of it obscured by the accretions of the

W
hat rem

ains is a priceless heritage, to be guarded w
ith lov-

ing care and reverence.
The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch regards the scriptures, the

creeds and traditions of the church as the m

ings of C

hrist have been handed dow
n to his follow

ers. It does not
invest them

 w
ith any idea of literal infallibility nor, in view

 of their
contents and historical career, does it see how

 any other church can
logically do so. It deduces from

conduct.In form

ing this body of doctrine and ethics The Liberal C
atho-

lic C
hurch takes w

hat is, in certain respects, a distinctive position

hurches of C

hristendom
.  The christian church has al-

w
ays contained w

ithin itself differing schools of thought. The m
e-

diaeval schoolm
en w

ho system
atized theology in the W

estern
church follow

ed the m
ethod of A

ristotle, but the earliest am
ong

the C
hurch Fathers of philosophic bent w

ere Platonists, and The
Liberal C

atholic C
hurch, w

hilst not undervaluing the clarity and
precision of the scholastic system

s, has m
uch in com

m
on w

ith the
Platonic and N

eo-Platonic schools of christian tradition. It holds
that a theology can justify itself and be of perm

anent value only in
so far as it can w

ithstand constant re-exam
ination in the light of the

progress of hum
an know

ledge and in individual spiritual aw
aken-

ing; such a theology partakes of the nature of a theosophy. Theoso-
phy (G

reek for ‘divine w
isdom

’) differs from
 theology in em

pha-
sizing the im

portance of each individual’s quest for spiritual un-
derstanding based upon personal experience (gnosis or sophia) as
opposed to dogm

atic im
position of particular interpretations of

scripture w
hich m

ay be lim
ited by m

an’s know
ledge of the w

orld
at any one historical period. W

hile certain higher teachings rem
ain

w
ithin the category of revelation, because they are beyond our grasp

and attainm
ent, others less rem

ote are capable of verification, and
even of developm

ent, by those w
ho have aw

akened w
ithin them

es to its altars all w

reverently and sincerely approach them

. It looks upon the christian
church as the great brotherhood of all w

ho turn to C
hrist, their

Blessed Sacram
ent of his love to any m

em
ber of that brotherhood

w
ho reverently desires it.

C
andidates are adm

itted to The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch by
Baptism

 or, if that has been duly perform

ation. If

the candidate has received both Baptism

onfirm

, a sim
ple form

Liturgy
The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch uses a revised liturgy in the

vernacular; the essential features of the sacram
ental form

s are pre-
served w

ith scrupulous care and the prevailing tone is one of de-
votional and joyous aspiration. Throughout, the endeavour has been
to place no sentim

ent on the lips of priest or congregation w
hich he

or they cannot sincerely m
ean, or reasonably be expected to carry

out in practice.
The fear of G

od and his w
rath, im

precations on the heathen,
servile cringing and self-abasem

ent, repeated appeals for m
ercy,

naive attem
pts to bargain w

ith G
od, and fear of everlasting hell,

together w
ith other crude survivals of the past, have been elim

i-
nated as derogatory alike to the idea of a loving Father and to m

an
w

hom
 he has created in his ow

n im
age. W

hile the essential truths
of religion are changeless, the presentation and setting of these
truths m

ust vary as m
ankind advances into fuller enlightenm

ent.
A

spirational utterences and form
s of petition that suited agricul-

tural com
m

unities in A
sia M

inor in the earliest centuries of the
C

hristian era cannot give adequate expression to present-day sen-

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selves the necessary spiritual vision. M
an, being in essence divine,

can ultim
ately know

 the deity w
hose life he shares and, by gradu-

ally unfolding through successive lives on earth the divine pow
ers

that are latent in him
, can grow

 into a greater know
ledge of the

universe w
hich is itself the expression of that divine life. This

m
ethod of approach is identical w

ith the ancient Brahm
avidya of

the H
indu U

panishads, or the dhyana (C
hinese C

h’an, Japanese Zen)
of the Buddhists. It finds com

plete justification in scripture. The
term

 ‘theosophy’ has constantly appeared in the religious thought
of both East and W

est and denotes not only the m
ysticism

 but also
the eclectic philosophy to be found in all religion.

The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch recognizes w
ithin the Father-

hood of G
od a m

aternal aspect of divinity* w
hich brings forth and

nourishes all created life. This aspect is represented by the H
oly

Lady M
ary w

hose tender care for all w
om

en and children, and for
all w

ho suffer, supplem
ents the divine m

inistry of our Lord Jesus
C

hrist; it is show
n forth on earth in our recognition of the sanctity

of life and is exem
plified by the sacrifice and love of hum

an m
oth-

erhood w
hich call forth our deep reverence and respect.

The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch believes that there is a body of
doctrine and m

ystical experience com
m

on to all religions, w
hich

cannot be claim
ed as the exclusive possession of any.  M

oving w
ithin

the orbit of C
hristianity and regarding itself as distinctively C

hris-
tian church it nevertheless holds that other religions are divinely
inspiredand that all proceed from

 a com
m

on source, though each
m

ay stress different aspects of this teaching; som
e m

ay even fall
tem

porarily into abeyance. Such teaching rests on its ow
n intrinsic

m
erit. It form

s that true C
atholic faith w

hich is catholic because I it
is the statem

ent of universal principles in nature; St. A
ugustine

w
rote: ‘The identical thing that w

e now
 call the christian religion

existed am
ong the ancients and has not been lacking from

 the be-
ginnings of the hum

an race until the com
ing of C

hrist in the flesh

The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch believes that the ancient rites
for adm

inistration of the sacram
ents are based on the w

isdom
 of

C
hrist and that therefore they m

ust be according to divine order
and, necessarily, scientific. A

lthough little attem
pt has yet been

m
ade to study the rationale of the changes in the psyche of m

an
effected by these rites, there are encouraging developm

ents in this
field.

‘W
here there is no vision the people perish’ (Prov. 29:18). In

the early days of every religion there are m
en of vision w

ho, expe-
riencing first-hand apprehension of spiritual truth, are able to speak
w

ith the only authority of value other than revelation, the author-
ity of know

ing. Such truths are at all tim
es capable of discovery or

reverification by those w
ho are spiritually developed.

A
s a church ceases to produce m

en of know
ledge, so do its

teachings narrow
 and harden, its theology grow

s legalistic and m
e-

chanical and its priesthood, lacking inner illum
ination, seeks to

im
pose its w

ill by authority and to persecute those w
ho resist. The

Liberal C
atholic C

hurch aim
s at being a gnostic church, not in the

sense of reproducing certain extravagancies of early C
hristianity,

but in the sense of helping its m
em

bers to attain for them
selves this

certainty of know
ledge w

hich is the true gnosis of w
hich St. C

lem
-

ent of A
lexandria w

rote. The ancient path of purification, illum
ina-

tion and union, w
hich in olden tim

es brought the candidate to this
certainty, is still open for his treading. Those w

ho tread it m
ay still

hope to attain to discipleship, that direct com
m

union w
ith the M

as-
ter w

hich should be the aim
 of every C

hristian. The W
ay of the

C
ross is the progressive unfoldm

ent of the C
hrist-spirit w

ithin m
an,

and to this end the sacram
ents of C

hrist’s holy church avail.
The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch is a living christian church, pro-

gressive in that it m
aintains that the form

s of religion should keep
pace w

ith hum
an grow

th and enlightenm
ent, and historical in that

it holds that the church has handed dow
n a precious heritage from

C
hrist him

self.

est, because the one life of C
hrist

anim
ates and sustains it through the sacram

ents he instituted. The
Liberal C

atholic C
hurch preserves these sacram

ents in their integ-
rity and plenitude, and believes its doctrine to be in conform

ity
w

ith the teaching of C
hrist, freed from

 the distortions of later ages.
 M

oreover, it regards the catholic or universal church of
C

hrist as consisting of all w
ho profess and call them

selves C
hris-

tians’ (The Book of C
om

m
on Prayer: O

ccasional Prayers 31). A
ll

churches, w
hether ‘historical’ or ‘new

’, receive his blessing in pro-
portion to the sincerity of their m

bers and the extent to w

each church retains the sacram

The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch seeks to w

ork in am
ity w

ith all
other christian denom

inations. It has no w
ish to proselytize the ad-

herents of any other church and, as an earnest of this, w
elcom

es
them

 to regular and full participation in its services w
ithout asking

them
 to leave their ow

n church. Its chief appeal is addressed to all
w

ho are not m
em

bers of any church or religious society. The Lib-
eral C

atholic C
hurch is ready at all tim

es to establish relations of
intercom

m
union w

ith other churches upon the friendliest possible
basis.  For exam

ple, it w
ould not deny to the non-episcopal bodies

The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch em

phasizes the value of corpo-
rate christian life and w

orship. Essentially C
hristianity, as a system

of ethics, philosophy and w
orship, enables m

an to express m
ore

fully the love of C
hrist. In the pow

er of such love m
an m

ay solve
the m

any difficulties w
hich beset the path of hum

an brotherhood,
that brotherhood w

hich is the corner-stone of all truly religious life.
W

ithout it no system
 of social organization can function properly.

M
an’s ethical responsibilities em

brace tolerance, love and
brotherhood and m

ust, because of the inherent oneness of all life,
extend beyond nation and colour to fellow

-beings of all religions,

al creation. The true disciple

of C
hrist is distinguished by his capacity for love and concern, rather

than by his beliefs.  By the living exam
ple of true brotherhood all

ay be led, in G

od’s good tim
e, nearer to him

.
The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch does not refuse to m

arry di-
vorced persons.

M
ysticism

 and Extra-Sensory Experience
W

ithin the bounds of its teaching The Liberal C
atholic

C
hurch includes all that is good and true in the w

idening field of
scientific know

ledge. It w
elcom

es new
 studies of the psyche of m

an,
including psychology, extra-sensory perception and psychical re-
search. It w

ould, how
ever, seriously question the validity and value

of sects and cults em
anating solely from

 such studies.

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either the charism
atic or the prophetic m

inistry of preaching and
inspiration; as these bodies do not claim

 the C
atholic priesthood,

The  Liberal C

A
ccordingly, w

hen all parties are agreeable, The Liberal C
atho-

lic C
hurch perm

its its clergy to exchange pulpits w
ith m

inisters of
non-episcopal churches, but does not invite such m

inisters to offi-
ciate at its altars.

The Scriptures
The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch teaches that the scriptures are

not verbally or uniform
ly inspired, but only in a general sense. It

considers that they contain m
uch that is divinely inspired; also that

w
ith things literally true are m

ingled others w
hich m

ay be, as O
rigen

taught, allegorically and spiritually understood. It recognizes that
the books of the O

ld Testam
ent are of unequal value.

It w
ould suggest that there are also evidences of the exist-

ence of the highest inspiration in other scriptures. Indeed, the know
l-

edge of Eastern religions and psychology, w
hich has becom

e in-
creasingly available, throw

s m
uch light on the interpretation of

christian doctrine.

Freedom
 of Thought

M
em

bership of m
ost christian churches rests on acceptance

of a com
m

on belief. There is often w
ide discrepancy betw

een the
real belief of a thoughtful individual and the official profession that
m

ay be required of him
. Such inconsistency leads to suppressed

disbelief or insincerity and tends to check the free exercise of the
m

ind.The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch leaves to its m
em

bers freedom
in the interpretation of creeds, scriptures and tradition, and of its
Liturgy and Sum

m
ary of D

octrine. It asks only that differences of
interpretation shall be courteously expressed. It takes this attitude
not from

 any indifference to truth but because it holds that belief

should be the result of individual study or intuition. Truth is not
truth for a m

an, or revelation a revelation, until he sees it to be true
for him

self. A
s a m

an grow
s into spirituality so w

ill he grow
 into

the perception of truth; no m
ere lip profession or superficial assent

of the m
ind can take the place of this grow

th. C
hrist surely intended

his religion to be one of love and freedom
, w

hich should help people
at their m

any different stages along the path of spiritual grow
th; he

did not intend it to dictate in G
od’s nam

e form
ulas the acceptance

of w
hich is a condition of salvation. Inability to recognize a truth

involves sim
ply the loss of the help that such recognition w

ould
bring.The Liberal C

atholic C
hurch considers, therefore, that it acts

in accordance w
ith the spirit of its M

aster in w
elcom

ing gladly into
its ranks those w

ho seek truth.  W
hile it presents certain doctrinal

statem
ents to its m

em
bers, it does not exact from

 them
 acceptance

of any dogm
atic standards. It asks of them

, as a w
orking basis of

fellow
ship, not a profession of com

m
on belief, but a w

illingness to
w

orship corporately through a com
m

on ritual. It aim
s at helping

them
 to discover truth for them

selves, by providing opportunities
for spiritual grow

th and explaining the ancient science of m
anifest-

ing the divine potentialities in every m
an. It asks of its m

em
bers

sincerity, purity of m
otive, tolerance, breadth of m

ind, courtesy of
expression, w

illingness to w
ork and a constant pursuit of high ide-

als.

C
lergy

The clergy of The Liberal C
atholic C

hurch m
ake no claim

 to
spiritual or tem

poral dom
ination over those w

ho adhere to its Rite.
In com

m
on w

ith the priesthood of other churches they hold C
hrist’s

com
m

ission to teach (M
att. 28: 18-20) but claim

 no authority over
the individual conscience, stress being laid rather upon their func-
tion as m

inisters of the divine sacram
ents, stew

ards of the m
yster-

ies of G
od, ready to place them

selves in all reasonable w
ays at the

disposal of those w
ho m

ay ask their help.

hurch neither forbids nor enjoins the
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
